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All students must be in GVUSD Dress Code in order to enter registration and take pictures, otherwise they will be sent home to change and may then return to complete the registration process.  
An updated dress and grooming policy and an anti-bullying policy is available online, as is the Parent / Student Handbook at our website:  www.gvusd.k12.ca.us.  The handbook contains school policies and academic guidelines that will guide your student through a successful and productive school year.  Please take some to familiarize yourselves with these policies and the tab titled “School Information” for additional and helpful school info.  All board policies are on the main district website under the Board of Trustees tab.  Again, all students must be in GVUSD Dress Code in order to enter registration and take pictures, otherwise they will be sent home to change and may then return to complete the registration process.
All student debts must be cleared prior to receiving class schedules.  Class schedules for students with unpaid debts have been set aside and an opportunity will be afforded these students to pay their debts on registration day, pick up their schedules and proceed with the registration process.
